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            Dear Parents/Carers
The government plan for opening schools to more pupils from 1st June at the earliest is currently being worked on at our school. We need to do our very best to make this wider opening as safe as possible for children and adults, and as such we are drawing up plans of how this may work in our school. To keep you in the loop with what we are doing before we re-open: 
· Staff are preparing classrooms to accommodate small groups of children (known as ‘bubbles’). Each bubble will have the same members of staff every time the children come into school. 

· You will understand that the way that the site is arranged at school is making things like movement around the site, and the use of toilets (we have so few) a challenge. Staff are working hard to find solutions to reduce risk to children, staff and the community.  

· Start and end of day times will be staggered for the groups and parents will not be admitted into the building or able to wait in a group outside. These and many other plans are still in process of being drawn up. We will give more details when we have them.
Wider Opening Plan

What we do know is that we will have to take things slowly in order to proceed as safely as we possibly can. This is what we have so far:
· We will be open for the children of critical workers on Monday 1st June. This day will be a chance to gather staff who are available and ensure that everyone is fully aware about our safety measures.

· On Tuesday 2nd June we intend to open for Early Years only (Little Owls) for those children only who have said yes to a school place in this class. This group of children can then continue to come into school on Wednesday and Thursday of that week. 

· School will be closed to this group of EYFS on Friday 5th June for a deep clean and for staff to review the week and make any adjustments that are needed 

· This group of EYFS will continue to come into school on Monday 8th June, Tuesday 9th June, Thursday 11th June and Friday 12th June. School will close on Wednesday 10th June. It is our intention that school will close for a deep clean every Wednesday.

· On Monday 15th June if after reflection we think it is safe to do so, we intend to open to those pupils in Year 1 (Elf Owls) who have said yes to a school place. These children can then come into school on the Tuesday, Thursday and Friday. School will be closed to these pupils on Wednesday 17th June for a mid week deep clean. It is our intention that this will happen every week on a Wednesday.
· Depending on our findings we may be able to welcome half of the Year 6 pupils who have said yes to a place on Monday 22nd June. This same half will be welcomed in on Tuesday 23rd June. The other half of the pupils in Year 6 who have said yes to a school place will be welcomed in after the Wednesday deep clean, on Thursday 25th June and Friday 26th June. We will let you know as the first 2/3 weeks progress and we know more about how we are managing the school day,
Online work will continue as it has been for all pupils who are working from home and for pupils on Wednesdays. The curriculum in school will follow online work ideas as well as focusing on emotional health and wellbeing initially.  School will be a very different environment from the one which we all left in March and children and staff will need time and space to adjust to this very different way of being in the building. 
As we find out more we will write to the parents of pupils who have said yes to a school place. Please note that even all of the above is conditional on risk assessments in school.
